Description: Learn how to assess a property and determine if you’ll be getting in over your head with
the financial and sweat equity requirements of remodeling or artist space development.

1. How can an artist assess a property to determine if it is a good candidate for redevelopment?
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Work with a realtor to advise you about available properties in your price range;
Thoroughly research the properties zoning designation;

Research financial resources available to you;

Understand your property needs and wants;

Use a professional inspector when thinking about making an offer;

Attached is a check list which can be used to assess the property’s condition prior to making
an offer;

2. What challenges will artists face when undertaking this type of project?

The challenges for an artist are as great as that of any rehabber with the exception of the
building and zoning challenges;

3. How much time should an artist expect a project to take?

First of all financing is comparatively easy. We usually can get someone approved for the
renovation in 1 or 2 days. The purchase financing may take longer because of the market.
Rehab is frustrating and time consuming and there are a lot of challenges. However the
owner should be realistic as to their skill level, expectations, financing, life style, and
personal relationships.

4. What type of financial resources will an artist have to expend? Where can an artist get financial
support? :

The owner as was mentioned earlier should thoroughly assess their life before taking on a
project;

Financial assessment is absolutely necessary to deal with a project.

There are loan programs available — CASH for one;

5. Isit feasible for an artist to undertake the project from a do-it-yourself mindset? What would
be especially challenging for a do-it-yourselfer?

The answer to the first question is YES;
